National Youth Day – National Youth Day is celebrated in honor of the birthday of Swami 

Vivekanand, a revered spiritual leader and reformer. NSS team organizes valuable sessions aimed 

at inspiring and empowering youth, cultivate leadership qualities and impart teachings of Swami 

Vivekanand. 

 

Constitution Day – Constitution Day is celebrated to commemorate the adoption of Indian 

Constitution. On this day students are encouraged to read and understand its significance in the 

nation’s history. Lectures and discussions are conducted to promote values and principles 

enshrined in the Constitution such as justice, liberty, equality and fraternity. 

 

Independence Day and Republic Day – Independence day and republic day is celebrated with 

great enthusiasm in the college every year. The ceremony typically starts with hoisting of national 

flag by the Chief guest followed by speech and various cultural activities. 

The students actively participate in dance performances, dramas and patriotic songs. Poetry 

recitations on patriotic themes are also done by the students. The performances depict historical 

events related to freedom struggle and celebrate Indian culture and diversity. 

Speech delivered by the Chief guest highlights the significance of these important days and also 

remind the students about the sacrifices made to achieve independence. Students are educated 

about constitutional values, unity and national integrity. 

 

World Tourism Day – World tourism day is celebrated to raise awareness about the importance of tourism and 

its social, cultural, political and economic value. The institution has organized open discussion on the topic – 

‘Eco tourism and Wildlife tourism’ and students were encouraged to exchange their opinions. At the end of the 

discussion, students understood the importance of sustainable tourism and the need for conservation of wildlife 

and protection of their natural habitats. Students were advised to minimize the negative impacts of tourism on 

the environment and adoption of sustainable practices to render maximum benefit to the local communities. 

 

International Yoga Day – International Yoga Day is celebrated as a wonderful opportunity for students to 

promote wellness, mindfulness and physical fitness. Students were taught about the positive effects of yoga on 
physical health including flexibility, strength and posture. Students were recommended to practice yoga every 

day as it helps in reducing stress, anxiety and depression. The students were trained for different yoga forms 

and Pranayama and were also educated about the benefits of each yoga form. Students were educated about the 

ancient roots of yoga in Indian philosophies and encouraged to promote and preserve this rich heritage of 

India. 

International yoga day 2023 was celebrated on June 21 in the college to promote wellness, mindfulness and 

benefits of yoga among students. Yoga sessions were organised under the supervision of Prof. R.P. Nishad on 

the theme ‘One World One Health’.
